Performance Area:  Team events in Main Gym.  All large props must be unloaded just before 
the performance and taken into the gym through the outside door (no inside prop storage or 
holding area.)  All solos and ensembles will be in the Auxiliary Gym with ample seating. 
Judges Area:  Judges are about 20 rows up in both gyms. 
Team Entrance/Exit:  Main Gym - Enter from the Judges right back and exit to the Judges 
right front. 
Auxiliary Gym – Enter from the judges’ right and exit to judges’ right. 
Sound Area: Sound will be on side of gym in Team and Solo/Ensemble Area.   
Floor Surface:  Both Gyms have yellow wood floor with basketball and volleyball markings. 
Dressing Area: Classrooms will be assigned by the Wagner High School director. 
Results:  The director or assistant director may pick up all team, officer, ensemble, duet and 
solo packets at the awards table immediately following the awards ceremony.  No packets will 
be passed out until that time.
