Judges Area:  In the Main Gym, the judges 
will be about 20 rows up in the center.   In the 
auxiliary gym, judges will be eye level at a 
table on the floor. 
Team Entrance/Exit:  Main Gym – Enter and 

exit from judges right.  Auxiliary gym – enter and exit from the judges left. 
Sound Area:  Sound area will be floor level to side of the gym in both areas. 
Floor Surface:  Both gyms have a yellow, hardwood floor with basketball and volleyball 
markings. 
Dressing Area:  Individual classrooms will be assigned by the Cedar Creek HS Eaglettes. 
Results:  All awards, score sheets, flash drives, medals, etc, will be picked up immediately 
following the announcement of the results. 
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Other Information: 
Concessions:  Concessions will be available onsite. Teams may also pre-order lunches.  
Warm-Up Area: Hallways, Band Hall marked of with gym grid (for teams) and Dance Room
